The current vision of ArtsCommon 118 is that of a creative hive and community hub that will offer: 78
live-work lofts to artists; a community art s coffee house; gallery and market space for artists to show
and sell their wares; retail shops (including two alley shops); a black box theatre (currently envisioned
to hold 200 people); a rooftop garden/farm; a 2,000 square foot industrial kitchen; offic e and/or
program space; and outdoor spaces for a farmers market and a night market. The current design
concept includes underground parking and surface parking for 67 vehicles and calls for getting as
close as possible to net zero.As well, the SarahMcLachlan School of Music and Northlands have
expressedinterest in locating at AC 118.

Theseevents were publicized in the local
neighbourhood paper, through the AOTA
newsletter, End Poverty Edmonton, Next
Gen, at worship services, through
individual invitations, door to door flyers
and posters to local businesses and
residents, and more.

At both events it was either raining or
snowing and chilly. While a sunny day
would have likely increased participation,
320 people participated. At the
party/engagement event there was
representation from the City of Edmonton,
the federal government, the Edmonton
Police Service and others.

The two engagement sessionsat AC118
Party and Engagement eventand the
participation at the Kaleido Festival were
attended by approximately 320 people,

132 of whom filled ou t feedback forms and

offered 198 comments/suggestions. As
well an additional 98 post-it notes were
collected.
